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Introduction

When Stamp Booklets were introduced in New Zealand in 1901, collectors were unsure of
what to do with them. The majority of collectors decided that they were a great source of
stamp panes and proceeded to disassemble the booklets, keeping the panes and
discarding the rest.

This is a trend that continued over the next 20 years, making it very difficult to find
complete intact versions of many of the early booklets.

When advertising inserts were introduced, a little more interest in booklets took place, but
again, often the stamps were removed or used and the remaining empty booklet was
saved.

It was around the 1930's that complete booklets were collected. The staples used to bind
the booklet were made of steel and were prone to rust. Many collectors removed the
staple to protect the stamps from showing signs of rust and stored the complete booklet,
minus the staple, in what is termed an "exploded" state.

While the Edward VIl and George V booklets are the most interesting to collect, they are by
far the hardest to obtain and unfortunately the prices demanded are out of reach of most
collectors.

George VI booklets, followed by Queen Elizabeth Il booklets are a good place to start. The
number of varieties involved with those two issues will keep a collectors going for a while.
Add to that the 1960 Pictorials and if completed will give the collector a very good sample
of New Zealand booklets.

The 1967 Decimal Pictorial issue, along with the 1970 Pictorials are also similar. There are
code letters to be found in the margins, and Watermark varieties.

1977 saw the introduction of a simplified form of booklet, putting an end to the multi-pane
booklets. This was a point that a lot of booklet collectors stopped, but was also the
beginning of a new breed of collectors. The simplified version consisted of a folded cover
and a marginal block of 10 stamps adhered to the cover by the selvedge. With these came
the ability to collect booklets showing reprint symbols.

1996 was the next major change to booklets, when self-adhesive stamps were used. This is
still the medium used today. With the introduction of non-denominated or non-value
indicator (NVI) booklets in 2009, the number of new issue booklets produced each year has
been reduced.

Also covered in this book are Prestige Booklets, CAL Booklets, i-Site Booklets and
Unofficial Booklets.

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The First Booklets 1901

After the introduction of the 1d Universal stamp on January 1, 1901, consideration was given
to making them available in booklet form. Two booklets were prepared containing 12 and 30
stamps. The stamps were torn from existing sheets of the current 1d on watermarked
Waterlow paper perforated 11. Each leaf of stamps was obtained by tearing a vertical block of
six stamps, with selvedge remaining from the top or bottom of a sheet. They were fastened in
the booklet by staple through the selvedge. Each pane of stamps was separated by a piece of
waxed paper. The front and back covers were cream coloured and were utilized for
announcing the rates of postage and other useful postal information. A charge of 2d was
made to cover production costs, so the 12 stamp version had a cost of 1s 0%2d and the 30
stamp version 2s 6%2d. The 12 stamp version has a number of the back cover of 2000/2/1901-
1022 and the 30 version 1000/2/1901-1022A. The two booklets were issued on April 1, 1901. It
was soon found that the printing of the booklet purchase price was too small, so they were
reprinted with larger lettering. Changes were also made to the wording of the postal
information. The only other change was to the numbers of the reverse. The 12 version became
1150/5/1901-4038A and the 30 version 460/5/1901-4038. There is also one known of the 30
with number 600/11/1901-9074. These larger lettering versions were released June 4, 1901.

Although the sale of the original booklets was confined to the Chief Post Offices, the number
purchased was sufficient to indicate the popularity of the scheme. Towards the end of 1901 it
was decided to have a special plate manufactured for the production of booklets. Unlike the
regular plates of 240, this one was only 144, arranged in such a fashion that the printed sheet
could readily be divided into blocks of six. All blocks of six had either top selvedge or bottom
selvedge for binding into the booklet. There were gaps between some of the blocks, to allow
for guillotining, which meant that there were a number of combinations of types of blocks
available. There could be blocks with large margins on the sides. Stamps may be found
perforated all round, imperforate at either side, imperforate at either top or bottom,
imperforate at top and either side, and imperforate at bottom and either side. All perforations
were 14.

The first of these new booklets were put on sale August 21, 1902, and followed the same
pricing for 12 stamps or 30 stamps, as the originals. An inner page was inserted after the cover
and before the stamps, and a second inner page was inserted before the back cover. This was
done so that the wording was continuous between pages. The 1s 0%d version had the
number 5569A-1902 on the back cover and the 2s 6'2d version had 5569-1902.

The 1s 0'%d version is also known with no number on the back cover. The 2s 6'2d version is
also known with just 1902 on the back cover and also with no number.

On March 21, 1905, another variation of configuration was released. It only had four panes,
totalling 24 stamps and sold for 2s 0'2d. The stamps in the pane from this booklet were
perforated all round. The other difference is that the shade of these stamps was rose-
carmine, while the original stamps were carmine.

On July 1, 1907 a special issue of the booklet stamps overprinted "Official" was released for
use by Government Departments. It contained 20 panes, each separated by wax paper,
giving 120 stamps. In 1930, a considerable stock of these booklets was found in the
Government archives and they were distributed for use. As such, the quantity of
overprinted "Official" panes available today, far out ways the normal version.

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The Edward VIl Booklets 1910 - 1914

In April 1910, a 2/- Booklet was issued. It contained two panes of the %2d Green Edward VIl
stamp and three panes of the 1d Dominion stamp. There were six stamps in the first 2d pane,
but only five in the second pane. The sixth position was filled with an Ornamental Star. The
position of the star was either at the top left of the pane, or the bottom right. In both cases, it
was next to the binding selvedge, so as to not interfere with the removal of stamps by the user.
The buyer of the booklet was therefore paying 2/- for 1/11%d worth of stamps. It was claimed
that the extra 2d was a charge for the cost of preparing the booklet.

The %2d and 1d plates were created by laying 24 impression blocks of 6 as per the image shown
below. Each block had a stamps width between and when guillotined, there was selvedge on
either side and selvedge at the top or bottom for binding. The bottom blocks were separated
between rows 6 & 7. The plate for the 2d with Ornamental Star had 16 at the top left and 8 at
the bottom right.

After two years, in May 1912, the format of the previous booklet was changed. Paying an extra
ad for a booklet was not popular with the public, so the Ornamental Star was done away with
and the new booklet had two full panes of six 2d stamps. The wax interleaving was replaced by
advertisement inserts. Any loss of income brought about by dropping the binding charge was
immediately offset by the income from the advertisements.

It was also decided to insert coloured bars between the panes of stamps and an example of a
plate layout showing this, with dotted lines showing where the guillotining took place appears
below. This is one example, there is evidence to show that other plates existed with slightly
different layouts of the coloured bars.

The first booklet with advertisements was issued May 1912. The covers were blue and it had
N.Z. Post & Telegraph Department on the front cover and Nelson Teas on the back cover. Panes
from this booklet only had side bars. There were no top or bottom bars. If the pane was from the
right hand side of the plate, there was no bar in the right selvedge.

The George V Booklets 1915 - 1934
First Series: 2d Green George V and 1d Red Dominion

Following closely after the last Edward VII booklet, a new booklet featuring King George V was
issued. February 1915, saw the release of a 2/- booklet containing two panes of the 2d Green
George V and three panes of the 1d Red Dominion stamp. Both values were printed from
Electrotype plates, as used previously with the Edward VIl issues, and were on "De La Rue"
paper. These plates gave the stamps a blurring effect, which was later removed by the
introduction of Steel plates. Both values had the same combinations of bars in the selvedge as
with the previous Edward VIl issues. All booklets in the First Series were perforated 14 x 15.

In 1919, the Electrotype plates were replaced with new Steel plates. These plates had the "bars"
on the selvedges built in, so they were no longer added as before. Further booklets were
produced and these were the same as the original 1915 versions, but for the clearer printing.
These booklets were around until 1924 and were issued in a number of different coloured
covers. They are known in Red, Grey, Blue, Yellow and Purple. Interleaving on these booklets
was the usual array of various advertisements. There were no frames on the covers of these
booklets. Examples are shown below.

On December 1, 1924 a change was made from "De La Rue" paper to "Jones" paper. Other than
the paper change, all other aspects of the booklet were the same.

The most significant change came in 1925, when advertisements started to appear on the
stamp selvedges as well as the interleaving. Also at this time came a further change of paper to
"Cowan".

A frame also appeared on the cover and in some examples there was advertising on the cover as
well.

A booklet distributed nationally, contained "Abdulla" advertisements, with "Jeyes Fluid" on the
binding selvedge. Booklets containing "Dainties" advertisements were restricted to the
Christchurch region, while an extremely rare booklet containing "Cameron Bros.", along with
"Big Tree" and "Kaitangata Coal" advertisements was restricted to the Dunedin area. It is very
unlikely that any complete booklet examples of the Dunedin issue actually exist.

The majority of these booklets were exploded with only the booklet panes being retained by
collectors. The eight booklet pane combinations are as follows:-

"Abdulla" and "Jeyes Fluid" on 2d Green George V and 1d Red Dominion
"Dainties" and "Jeyes Fluid" on '2d Green George V and 1d Red Dominion
"Cameron Bros." with "533 Cargill Road" and "Jeyes Fluid" on '2d Green George V
"Cameron Bros." with "3 Stafford Street" and "Jeyes Fluid" on %2d Green George V
"Big Tree" and "Jeyes Fluid" on 1d Red Dominion

In 1927, another new booklet was released. The advertisements were for "Kodak". The booklet
was a similar make-up as before, but this time, they were all printed on "Cowan Reversed"
paper. This is the only occasion that reversed paper was used, and it follows that all "Kodak"
stamps had reversed watermarks. Both the %2d and 1d panes were the same, with "Take A
Kodak With You" on the top selvedge and "Use Only Kodak Film" on the bottom selvedge.

The cover also had a number in the top right corner, identifying the region the advertisements
were relevant to. No. 1 for Auckland, No. 3 for Christchurch etc. Below is a 1927 Auckland

In 1928, the 1d Red Dominion made way for the 1d Red Field Marshall. In November 1927,
enough Cowan thick chalk-surfaced paper was delivered to the printers to produce 200,000
booklets. They consisted of three panes of the 1d Red Field Marshall and two panes of the d
Green George V, all now perforated 14 on all sides. They were originally available for sale in
March 1928, but a number of post offices still had stock of the First Series booklets, so they were
encouraged to sell those booklets first. This first release was an interim booklet, while further
advertising contracts were sought. As such it had only Post Office notices and advertisements
for the interleaving. The cover was grey and the insides of the front and back covers were plain.
There were no advertisements on the stamp selvedges.

Also in 1928, there was another issue that had no advertisements on the stamp panes, but it
reverted back to using %2d Green George V, perforated 14 x 15, and 1d Red Field Marshall
perforated 14.

Late in 1928, the Advertising Department secured contracts with the Parisian Neckware
Company and Jeyes Fluid. The booklets were issued in March 1929 and had Jeyes Fluid on the
binding selvedge and Parisian advertisements on the side selvedges. The covers also contained
advertisements and were distributed to the four main Post Offices in Auckland, Wellington,
Christchurch and Dunedin. The covers had an abbreviation printed in the top right corner to
distinguish each main Post Office, similar to the numbers used previously.

Late in 1929, a further release was issued. The advertising department was unable to persuade
the agents for Jeyes Fluids to renew their contract, so this latest release only had "Parisian"
advertising on the side selvedges, with the binding selvedge blank.

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The Parisian Neckware signed a five year contract on August 2, 1930 to continue advertising on
the side selvedges of booklet stamps. These appeared on all further booklet panes up to and
including the first 1935 1d Kiwi panes.

In November 1931, a new booklet was issued. The 2d stamps were no longer required, so this
new booklet contained four panes of 6 of the 1d Red Field Marshall. The cover was pale brown,
with an advertisement for Nestle's Chocolate on the back cover. The interleaving sheets have
been seen in green and in yellowish-brown.

The postage rate for newspapers changed after printing and before the booklets were bound, so
the printer overprinted the old rate on the inland rates page with a black line.

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There were no further orders for new booklets until 1934, so it is unclear where the following
image of a front cover from this issue came from. The "Twenty-four 1d Stamps" on the cover is
in lower-case compared to the upper-case of the issue described above.

The final order for 200,000 booklets in this series was issued in February 1934. The cover had a
change to the border. It was now a thicker border made up of small lines. The "Parisian"
advertisements were on all the side selvedges of the four panes, which were all of the 1d Red

Field Marshall. The advertising interleaves contained advertisements from the "Prudential
Assurance Co. Ltd.".

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A prominent re-entry occurred on all 1d Red Field Marshall panes that had a black serial
number on the right side of the binding. The re-entry is found showing in the letters of "NEW"
on the lowest left stamp of the pane. See example below.
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The 1d Kiwi Booklets 1935 - 1938

The original issue of the 1d Kiwi stamp from the 1935 Pictorial series released in May 1935, is
referred to as Die 1. In November 1935, a special Booklet plate was developed and this was
referred to as Die 2. The dark area of the sky was strengthened in an attempt to achieve better
definition, but this resulted in the stamps having the sky too strongly coloured. The Die 2
stamps were only used for the production of booklets.

On November 18, 1935, a new 2/- booklet was issued. It contained four panes of the 1d Kiwi
stamp. Each pane had a binding selvedge on the left and selvedge top and bottom. These top
and bottom selvedges contained "Parisian" advertising. The six stamps in the pane lay on their
sides in three pairs. Because of the layout of the sheet, one third of all booklet panes on the
sheet had inverted watermarks. When the sheet was cut into booklet panes, the result was that
booklets were entirely upright watermark or entirely inverted watermark. The watermark in
these booklets is "NZ single star".

One of the advertising inserts (A9), claimed 30,000,000 Policyholders. This was incorrect and
should have said 28,000,000. An Errata overprint was added to the back cover to correct this.

The layout was the first to have a
horizontal pane of 6 stamps and a binding selvedge on the left. There was no other selvedge, so
advertising was no longer available. The watermark changed to "multiple NZ and stars". Panes
from this booklet could be found with upright watermark or inverted watermark. Die 3 made
further changes to the sky area, this time with more success.

This new style of booklet with two rows of three stamps and binding selvedge on the left
became the normal for all further booklets, until the singe pane booklets of 1977.

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The George VI Booklets 1938 - 1941

Now that George VI was on the throne, a new booklet was required. A new plate was produced
with 210 stamps in 35 panes of 6. Because of the layout, 20 panes would have an upright
watermark and 15 would have an inverted watermark. There was also one upright pane with
Plate No. 5 in the selvedge. It is known that some sheets were actually printed inverted, and this
is proven by the existence of an inverted Plate No. 5 pane.

The first booklet was released on July 1, 1938. It was a 2/- booklet and contained four panes of
the George VI 1d Red stamp. Each pane was separated by an advertising insert or postage rate
table. The problem with postage rate tables is that they went out of date during the life of a
booklet any time there was a rate change. Often, Post Office counter staff were instructed to
remove the rate insert at the time of sale of the booklet. Therefore it is not unusual to find
complete booklets with the remnants of an insert.

The rate for letters to Great Britain and other Empire countries including Egypt and Iraq (but
excluding Australia and New Guinea) became 1%d per %2 oz upon New Zealand's entry into the
All-Up Empire Air Mail Service on July 26, 1938. This service remained in effect until September
4, 1939 when air services were interrupted due to commencement of hostilities in Europe and
the Middle East. The Empire rate remained 1'2d, however, until September 30, 1939 as alternate
arrangements were made for delivery via surface transport, circumstances permitting. During
this period from July 28, 1938 to end September 1939, regular issue on penny postal stationery
Lettercards and Envelopes sent to Great Britain and other Empire destinations would have
required a 2d postage stamp be affixed to make up the 1%d. The Postcard rate for Empire
destinations remained 1d as of July 26, 1938.

2nd Issue

Because of the postal rate changes, there was now a need for a 2d stamp. In November 1938,
the previous 4 panes of 1d stamps was reduced to 3 panes and the 4th pane was replaced by 2
panes of 2d stamps. Both the 2d and 1d stamps were printed from new plates. The '2d from
Plate No. 22 and the 1d from Plate No. 23. Unlike the previous Plate No. 5, these Plate No.'s did
not appear on the booklet selvedges.

There are two distinct versions of this booklet, one with advertising inserts and the other with
blank inserts. Externally they are easy to tell apart. The advertisement version has a red and
black back cover, the blank inserts version is all black.

3rd Issue

Before the end of 1938, there was one more booklet issue. This time it only had 1'2d stamps.
With a price of 2s 3d, the booklet consisted of three panes of the 1%2d Brown George VI stamp.
The covers were light blue stock with a darker blue printing. Advertising inserts were again
present, all on light blue stock and red and darker blue printing.

It was anticipated that this booklet would satisfy the requirements for the flat rate postage of
1'%,d per V2 oz for airmail to the United Kingdom. The outbreak of World War Il in 1939 put a
quick stop to this scheme. No further booklets were issued until 1954.

The previous booklets containing stamps of King George VI were withdrawn from sale on
April 30, 1941. This was due to a change of postal rates in October 1939, and the small
demand for them, as the stamps included were not suited to the new rates.

With the change to stamps portraying Queen Elizabeth Il in 1953, it was decided to re-
introduce stamp booklets.

Booklet plates were prepared for the 1d and 3d stamps to be used in the booklets. The
plates contained 210 total impressions, made up of 20 blocks of 6 with a left selvedge, and
15 blocks of 6 with a right selvedge. The stamp impressions with the right selvedge were
inverted in relation to the rest of the plate. The reason they were inverted is because it
allowed the stamps to be placed in the booklet, via the selvedge, the right way up. It also
meant that these 15 blocks would also end up with inverted watermarks.

The first printing of 400,000 booklets was placed on sale in April, 1954. They contained two
blocks of six of each of the 1d and 3d values, both of the small value design. The stamps were
interleaved with advertising inserts and then stapled. The cost of the booklet was four
shillings. The make-up of the booklet can be seen on the following pages.

The popularity of the new booklets was greater than first expected. It was anticipated that the
first print would last two years, but it became clear that it would only last about one year.

In December, 1954, a second order of 400,000 was placed. Prior to this, there had been
complaints from the public that the value on the stamps was too small, so the Post Office looked
into modifying the stamps to include larger values. Because of the time to get new plates
approved and prepared, the order was split into two, with 100,000 to be printed as they were.
Also there was a suggestion that air mail labels should also be included in the booklet, and NZ
National Airways Corporation agreed to cover the cost of adding these. The previous advertisers
renewed their contracts with the "Crompton" advertisement changing and BP providing a new
back cover. This second version of the booklet was placed on sale on September 1, 1955.

The new plate with the re-drawn values for the 3d stamp was finished and the remaining
300,000 booklets from the second order were produced. They were issued in May 1956. The

booklets were identical to the second version with the only difference being the new larger

value 3d stamps.

In May 1957 it was realised that the postage rates quoted in the booklets were no longer correct.
An instruction was issued that the page should be deleted from all booklets. Booklets with the
rate page removed show a stub of the cut out rates page. The fourth and fifth issues contain an
amended rates page. The third issue booklets can be found with the rates table intact or just the

stub where it has been removed.

A third order for another 400,000 booklets was placed in November 1956. A request for a
new plate for a re-drawn 1d stamp was to be used for this order. Also there were problems
with the air mail insert adhering to the stamps following it under humid conditions, so a
waxed paper insert was placed between the air mail insert and the 1d stamps. The inland
and overseas rate insert was amended, along with three of the advertisements and the back
cover. The booklet was issued in September 1957.

On the left is the "Multiple Star" upright
watermark. On the right is the same watermark inverted.

There were a total of 1,400,000 booklets printed, covering the five different types. It
would be expected that the assembly of the booklets would lead to booklets with all
upright watermarked stamps or all inverted watermark panes. This was clearly not the
case and there are many variations with mixed watermarks. A simple calculation shows
that there could be up to 16 possible permutations possible for each booklet, given that
there are four panes and each could be either way. It is an interesting exercise collecting
each variant.

It is also worth noting that the 3d large value on coarse paper was only issued in booklet
form, it was never issued in sheets of 240 stamps.
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NEW ZEALAND

The 1960 Pictorial Booklets 1960 - 1967

1960 saw the introduction of a new series of Pictorial Stamps to replace the Queen Elizabeth Il
series. The Post Office decided to release a new series of booklets containing the floral designs.
The cover had Kowhai flowers top right and Karaka flower at bottom left.

For these booklets, a different printing plate was designed. This time it had nine vertical
columns, in groups of three, of twenty stamps. Between each group of three was a blank strip,
so that after guillotining, there was a selvedge on the left of each group of three for assembly in
the booklet. With this layout, all the stamps had the normal upright watermark.

The first release of booklets included twelve 1d stamps and twelve 3d stamps in panes of six.
The booklet was stapled and sold for 4 shillings and was issued on September 1, 1960.

The first issues had the Overseas Rate before the Inland Rates. This was reversed in later issues
of this first issue.
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A change in second class postal rates from 2d to 2%2d on September 1, 1961 necessitated a new
booklet including '2d stamps.

The second release of the booklet included an additional twelve Y2d stamps, in two panes of 6.
The price of the booklet became 4s 6d, which required a change to the cover. At the same time
a different back was added, along with four new advertising pages and a new rates page. This
release was issued on May 21, 1962.

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As it turned out in hindsight, twelve of the 2d stamp was excessive to public requirements and
the Post Office advised that this would be rectified with the next release, when current stock had
been exhausted.

The third release reduced the number of Y2d stamps to six, altering the price and cover to 4s 3d.
The first two versions of the booklet had been Black and Red for the covers and advertisements.
For this release, the Red was altered to more of a Maroon colour for the covers and
advertisements. Four of the advertisements were just these colour changes, while two were new.
The back cover once again also changed. Staples were no longer used and this became the first
booklet with a stitched cover.

For reasons that are not clear, alterations were made to the printing plates. For each of them, the
numbers 1 to 6 were placed down the left most selvedge adjacent to the top left stamp in a block
of 6. Because the booklets are created with the sheets aligned, this resulted in booklets being
produced with all panes having blank selvedge or all panes having the same numbers 1 or 2 etc.
Of the 30 booklets produced from a sheet, only 6 had numbers in the selvedge. For the %2d stamp,
the number was plum, the 1d was brown and the 3d was blue.

The booklet was issued in the second half of 1964.

The Second and Third issues of this booklet were perforated by the Chambon Machine.
It is possible to identify some of the panes where the Chambon alignment has not quite
lined up. What is seen is either a couple of perforations that are very close together or a
couple that are further spaced apart.

During the life of this third issue, there were some postage rate changes. From January 1966,
certain overseas rates were increased and the rates shown in the booklets were no longer
applicable. Instructions were given to the Post Offices to remove the rate page before sale. A
smaller page was supplied, to be stuck in the booklet. Some Post Offices ignored the
instruction and continued as it was. Others just ripped out the incorrect page, while some
adhered the new page to the existing page.

This booklet continued until decimal currency occurred on July 10, 1967.
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The 1967 Decimal Pictorial Booklets 1967 - 1969

With the introduction of decimal currency in New Zealand on July 10, 1967, a revised set of
decimal definitives was issued. The set was made up of the 1960 Pictorials with the values
changed to decimal currency.

A stamp booklet was also issued, with a cover design consisting of a panel of Maori carving in
red and black, and the New Zealand Post Office emblem. The booklets were printed and
stitched in England by De La Rue & Co. Ltd.

The booklet panes were printed from a special set of booklet cylinders. The cylinders had
the "A" printings above the "B" printings. These printings consisted of three columns each,
three stamps wide, separated by a blank space the width of a stamp. Each column was ten
stamps deep. In the selvedge to the left of the second and ninth stamps of the left-hand
column, markings of either "XA" or "XB" were made.

There were 30 panes produced from the two printings, 15 from each. Only two from the 15
had "XA" and the same for "XB". The sheets were perforated from the left with a double row
comb, therefore it is possible to find the blank selvedge panes with and without perforations
in the selvedge. All marked panes are without perforations in the selvedge.

The sheets were then placed together to make up the booklets with panes from the same
position in each sheet. This gives booklets with all blank selvedges or all "XA" selvedges or all
"XB" selvedges. The markings are either all at the top (row 9 in sheet) or all at the bottom
(row 2 in the sheet).

Somewhere along the way, "XA" sheets and "XB" sheets have been mixed together,
producing some very rare booklets with a mix of both markings. | have four of these
combinations and the rest have been reported.

A new issue of pictorial stamps was released on September 2, 1970. At this point there was no
booklet available. It took until July 1971 before it would appear.

It consisted of two panes of 1c stamps (one of six and the other with three stamps and three
labels), one pane of six 3c stamps and two panes of six 4c stamps, for an issue price of 75
cents. It was stitched with black thread. All stamps in the first issue had sideways watermark.

A major variation occurred with one sheet of the 4c stamp. It would appear that the sheet
was printed correctly for the first four colours and then somehow turned 180° and passed
through again for the final dark green "wing veins" colour. It has then been perforated and
assembled still in this state. This means that when you look at this booklet in the normal
manner, everything appears all right until you see the 4c pane. It is upside down, with the
wing veins the right way up. When an individual stamp is removed from the pane, it appears
that the only thing wrong is that the wing veins are inverted. There are only 25 booklets
produced from a sheet, making this and the one below very rare.

Another variety is a normal sheet of the 4c stamp was inverted and stitched through the
outer two stamps.

1977 saw the end of multi-pane booklets, with the introduction of single pane booklets.
These consisted of a cover, made from a single piece of card, folded in half. They contained
blocks of stamps adhered to the inside cover by the selvedge. The stamps originated from
the normal sheets and were folded to fit the cover.

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Special booklet plates were no longer used. Booklets were made by utilising existing sheet
stamps. For the Royal Arms booklet, the top and bottom selvedges were removed, and the left
and right selvedges were guillotined to reduce them to 50% of their normal width. The 100
stamp sheet was then split down the centre giving two blocks of 10 rows by 5 stamps. Each
block was then placed inside a large cover and adhered by either the left or right selvedge.
The combined cover and stamps were then guillotined horizontally to provide five booklets,
each with 10 stamps, 2 rows of 5. The inside of the cover was blank.

The booklet was issued April/May 1977. There are two distinct covers. The most common was
in Sky-Blue, and the other more rarer cover has a Greenish-Blue colour. All stamps in this
booklet were on unwatermarked paper, perforated 13% x 13% and came from the 2A2A2A3A
plate sheets. During its life, the stamps can be found with either bluish gum or colourless gum.
Panes have also been sighted with Silver Arms offset on the reverse.

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The 80c "Josephine Bruce" Rose booklet was also issued at the same time as the previous $1
Royal Arms booklet. The method was the same, using sheets from plates 2A2A2A2A and
2B2B2B2B, and produced by the Government Printer.

1978 $1.00 Queen Elizabeth Il

In August 1978, the Government Printer produced a $1 booklet to replace the Royal Arms
booklet. It contained 10 x Queen Elizabeth Il portrait stamps. The same method of
production gave varieties with left and right selvedge.

The initial release had a cover with the black wording and logo below the large blue 10c. The
stamps were perforated 144 x 13%. This cover is referred to as "Type A"

The second release had a cover with the black wording and logo on top of the large blue 10c.
This was believed to be in error, but it is hard to see how it could be an error when it would
have had to have used a different plate for printing. This is referred to as "Type B". Everything
elseis the same as "Type A".

In 1979, a third issue was released, using the "Type A" cover, but the stamps were now
perforated 14" x 14'. Left and right selvedge also occur in this issue.

At the time, there was a lack of definitive stamps available to be used in stamp vending
machines, so a decision was made in May 1980 to allow retail outlets, such as dairies,
hotels, service stations and other interested retailers, to sell stamp booklets. In doing so,
they would receive a 10% premium. To identify these booklets, a different cover was
produced showing the premium price. The content was still the same as the original
booklet. These type of booklets continued for all releases until the end of 1987.

Following on from the increase in postal rates on 1 October 1980, a $2.00 booklet, containing 10
x 20c Paua Shell stamps was released. Again there were the two versions, one available from
the Post Office and the second with its 10% premium, available from retail outlets.

The sheets used where the original, with colourless gum, the 1 asterisk reprint sheets, with
bluish gum and the two asterisks, also with bluish gum. Booklets exist showing these asterisks,
but only small fragments, as most of the asterisks were guillotined off for the selvedge to fit
within the booklet cover. One and two asterisks booklets exist for the Post Office version, and a
one asterisk for the retail version. A two asterisks version may exist for the retail version, but so
faritis unsighted. There was also a change to the inside back cover for the two asterisk version.

Following another rate change in 1982, a new booklet was issued containing 10 x 24c Map
stamps on April 1, 1982. The stamps were perforated 12 3 x 12 2 and again issued in two
formats, Post Office and Retail. Both versions had left and right selvedge varieties, and the
left could also be found with part of the printers imprint.

A change of perforation of the Map stamp, to 14 V4 x 14, occurred in December 1982. The
first booklet issued with this new perforation was in April 1983, but the retail version had to
wait until March 1985. That made it a short period for the revised retail booklet, as they
were withdrawn from sale on October 31, 1985. Again, both versions had left and right
selvedge varieties, and the left could also be found with part of the printers imprint.

Postage rates changed on July 1, 1985. To meet these changes, a new booklet was issued
containing 10 x 25c Queen Elizabeth Il stamps. The same method of production continued
and the usual two versions were released. The only difference this time was that the Post
Office moved away from its usual style of cover and produced a scenic cover with Lake
Tekapo for the Post Office version and a Tongariro cover for the retail version. Left and right
selvedge varieties, along with a printers imprint, were available in both covers.

A further increase in postal charges occurred on May 1, 1986, therefore the booklets were
withdrawn from sale on April 30, 1986, resulting in the issue having a short life.

Post Office Training Schools

To train staff for counter duties, the Post Office operate training schools. The staff use
defaced stamps, stationery, booklets, postal notes etc. The stamps are defaced by the
Government Printer by applying a single black bar. Although the material used is normally
destroyed when no longer required, items sometimes appear on the open market.

On the following pages is an example of a made up booklet. A previous cover has been
used, and because the current value stamps were 30c, the cover was amended
accordingly. Strips of 10 x 30c Nectarine stamps have been adhered inside, with these
stamps displaying the single black bar. These booklets have been made up by the
Government Printer, using the normal process, which gives both left and right selvedge
versions.

What is of special note here, is that the 30c Nectarine stamps were never used in any
regular booklet produced by the New Zealand Post Office.

Once again, postage rates increased on May 1, 1986, so the Government Printing Office produced two
new booklets. They were a $3.00 and a $3.30, each containing 10 of the 30c Kakapo stamps. The
cover of the $3.00 featured the Matukituki Valley in Otago and the $3.30, a Canterbury stream and
native bush.

A new method was used to produce the booklets. A sheet of stamps, 10 x 5, with the side selvedges
removed was adhered by the top selvedge onto card stock for the covers. For this first issue, they
were then guillotined into five separate booklets.

Because of the layout of a typical sheet, there were three possible panes available for each booklet.
A "Plain" top and bottom selvedge, a "Sheet Value" on the top selvedge or a "Part Printers Imprint"
on the bottom selvedge. (See an image of a typical sheet layout, a couple of pages on).

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Both the $3.00 and the $3.30 booklets were overprinted for the Stamp Exhibition held in
Stockholm in 1986. They were available for sale at the Exhibition as well as being made available
locally after the Exhibition.

The overprint said "Stockholmia 86" and as per the normal booklets, they can be found in all
three combinations of panes.

There were 4,000 of each booklet printed for the Exhibition. Of the 4,000, there are 2,400 with
Plain Selvedge, 800 with the Printer's Imprint and 800 with the Sheet Value.

On the following page is an example of a typical sheet of stamps, 10 x 5, with the
side selvedges removed. This sheet is adhered by the top selvedge onto card stock
for the covers. Initially they were guillotined into five booklets, but after the first
issue, the covers were rouletted for separation at the Post Office counter. Each sheet
gave three booklets with blank selvedges, one with a sheet value at the top and one
with part printers imprint and reprint kiwis if appropriate, as shown by the red
rectangles.

It was, therefore, possible to purchase a complete joined block of five booklets from
the Post Office for all issues from the 1987 Blue Duck Booklet, up to the 1994 Cricket
Booklet.

"Aruriri Valley, Otago", and the $4.40 booklet "Totaranui Beach, Nelson.

This
would have produced five booklets, a Sheet Value, 3 Blank Selvedges and this one, the
Printer's Imprint and 1 Kiwi, all adhered to the front cover.

With stocks now depleted, it was decided to continue with the Duck Stamps, but new covers
were designed. Again, produced by Leigh-Mardon Pty Ltd of Melbourne, a new configuration
of the logo appeared, incorporated in a red and blue square. The $4.00 booklet featured a
"Wellington By Night" cover, while the $4.40 booklet showed "Katiki Point, Otago". The
booklets were issued in November, 1987.

The two booklets contained stamps from the 2 Kiwi reprint sheets. Again, possible
combinations for both were Plain Selvedge, Sheet Value Selvedge and Printer's Imprint with
the 2 Kiwi symbol.

Only the $4.00 booklet was further reprinted, this time showing the 3 Kiwi symbol, and then
again with the 4 Kiwi symbol. Because the 4th Kiwi symbol flowed over to the next column, it

is necessary to have a joined pair of booklets to show this reprint.

This was the last booklet issued with premium cover prices.

A set of 5 Personal Message stamps was issued on May 18, 1988 in booklet format only.
Designed by Communication Arts Ltd of Wellington, they were printed by C.P.E. Australia Ltd.

The blocks of 5 stamps were adhered by the left hand selvedge and once again, the booklets
were delivered to Post Offices in units of 5, with roulettes to separate them into individual
booklets when sold at the counter.

A rare example of this booklet is in my collection, with the pane adhered upside down to the
front cover. There would have been four more examples of this version from the unit of 5.

The booklet was also overprinted for sale at the World Stamp Expo held in Washington DC
from November 17 to December 3, 1989.

June 7, 1988 saw the release of a new FastPost Par Avion booklet that contained 10 of the 70c
Paradise Shelduck stamps.

Blocks of 5 rouletted booklets were produced and the stamps were adhered to the cover by either
the left hand selvedge or the right hand selvedge. There were no markings on the right hand
selvedge, but the left hand selvedge had one pane showing coloured plate dots. From the original
printing, this particular booklet is very rare.

In January, 1989, a reprint was issued and booklets from this reprint can be found with a 1 Kiwi
symbol next to the coloured plate dots.

1988 $3.50 Christmas

Christmas stamps were first introduced in 1960, and 28 years later was the first time they
appeared in a booklet. A $3.50 booklet containing 10 of the 35¢c "O Come All Ye Faithful"
stamps was issued on September 14, 1988. The booklet was printed by Leigh-Mardon Pty Ltd
of Melbourne.

Anticipating the popularity of these booklets, 500,000 were produced in strips of 5 with
roulettes in between. The stamps were printed in sheets of 100, 10 rows of 10 stamps. This
meant that by splitting the sheet in half, stamps could be adhered to the covers by the top
selvedge, in the centre, or by the bottom selvedge to the right hand edge.

The booklets could be found in combinations showing Plain Selvedge (Top and Bottom),

Sheet Value Selvedge and Printer's Imprint. The Printer's Imprint covered three columns, so
a joined pair of booklets is required to show this fully.

New Zealand introduced circular stamps. with the release of the $1.00 Round Kiwi, printed

in Olive-Green by Intaglio, by Leigh-Mardon Pty Ltd of Melbourne. The stamps were only
available in this booklet format.

Each booklet had a strip of 6 $1.00 stamps, adhered by the left selvedge. All strips had the
Imprint markings.

The booklets were issued October 19, 1988.

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On November 2, 1988 a new booklet was issued. The cover featured "Mount Cook from the Hooker
Valley, South Canterbury" and it contained 10 of the 40c Brown Kiwi stamps.

Produced in blocks of 5 booklets, it was possible to obtain copies with binding on left or right
selvedge. The right selvedges were all blank and the only markings on the left selvedge were
coloured plate dots on 1 of the five, with the rest also blank.

The first issue had a "Handiwrap" advertisement on the inside cover and this continued for the first
three reprints, indicated by 1, 2 or 3 Kiwi symbols next to the coloured plate dots. The inside
advertisement was then changed to a "New Zealand Stamps". There was an overlap on the 3rd
reprint, and this new advertisement was also available on the 3 Kiwi symbol, as well as the 5 & 6
Kiwi symbol reprints. No stamps from the 4 Kiwi reprint were used in the production of booklets.

There are therefore, 11 combinations of booklets available. Blank left or right for both
advertisements, coloured dots, 1 Kiwi, 2 Kiwi or 3 Kiwi (Handiwrap), 3 Kiwi, 5 Kiwi or 6 Kiwi (New
Zealand Stamps).

The booklet was overprinted "Stamp World London 90" to commemorate the Stamp Exhibition held
in London in May 1990. The majority of booklets used were from the 3 Kiwi reprint with the
"New Zealand Stamps" advertisement, but there are also a quantity from the first issue. Therefore
there are 6 combinations of the overprint. Blank left or right for both advertisements, coloured dots
(Handiwrap), 3 Kiwi (New Zealand Stamps).

Using the same format as the 1988 Christmas booklet, a $3.50 booklet containing 10 of the
35¢ "Child's Bedroom" stamps was issued on September 13, 1989. The booklet was printed
by Leigh-Mardon Pty Ltd of Melbourne.

The booklets were produced in strips of 5 with roulettes in between. The stamps were
printed in sheets of 100, 10 rows of 10 stamps. This meant that by splitting the sheet in half,
stamps could be adhered to the covers by the top selvedge, in the centre, or by the bottom
selvedge to the right hand edge.

The booklets could be found in combinations showing Plain Selvedge (Top and Bottom),
Sheet Value Selvedge and Printer's Imprint. The Printer's Imprint covered three columns, so
a joined pair of booklets is required to show this fully.

The two versions looked the same, except for the extended flap. If the flap was removed, you can
still tell the difference by the fact that the plain version has a smooth cut along the right edge,
whereas the one with the flap would show perforation/roulette remains. These original booklets,
all had a Roman Numeral I, printed in white on the top right of the reverse.

Rather than use staples to keep the booklet closed, two spots of gum were used to fasten the
cover. Their remains can be seen on the selvedge of many booklets. It was possible to acquire
booklets without the gum spots, if purchased direct from the Philatelic Bureau.

The Hang-Sell version was available with panes either imperforate or perforated on the left and
right sides, whereas the plain version was only found with perforated sides.

A scenic panorama booklet was issued on September 1, 1992, in two formats, Hang-Sell and
Normal. The stamps, which were only available in these booklets, entailed a composite scene
covering the 10 x 45c stamps, which were in two rows of 5.

It was a New
Zealand Seashore booklet, comprising a panoramic scene of the seashore that included birds,
fish and other sea creatures. The pane had 10 x 40c stamps. The production method was the
same as the 1995 Environment booklet.

On August 7, 1996, the same booklet was reissued in a self-adhesive format. A first for New
Zealand Booklets. The paper comprises a top layer positioned over a backing paper, from which
the stamp is peeled away.

2009 KiwiStamp NVI Booklet

2009 saw a brand new concept in booklets. New Zealand Post introduced non-denominated or
non-value indicator (NVI) booklets. There is no value printed on the stamps. There is a cost for the
booklet, which covers the current domestic standard postal rate. When that postal rate is
increased, the stamps are still valid at any time. The purpose of these stamps is to avoid NZ Post
having to produce large quantities of small value make-up stamps to make up the difference to
the new rate. As postage rates increased, the price of the same booklet was also increased.

When released on September 7, 2009, the booklet sold for $5.00. With a rate change on October 1,
2010, it increased to $6.00. Featuring an image of "a State Highway 1 sign", it contained 10 x no
value self adhesive stamps. The stamps featured classic New Zealand images. The booklet had a
blue foldable cover (two folds) incorporating a hanging slot. Two stamps are backed onto the
front cover.

New Zealand Post also produced a special printing of 11,000 booklets. These booklets had the
words "KiwiStamp" and the fern printed in silver foil instead of the normal white on each stamp.
Plus there was a unique number, out of 11,000, also printed in silver at the top of the first inside
panel. They were purchased in their own plastic bag with a "Numbered Product" label securing
the bag. From the outside, there is no difference between this booklet and the normal booklet, all
the silver is on the inside.

There was also a large standard and a large limited edition version of this booklet produced. They
contained 50 NVI stamps. Refer to the Chapter on Miscellaneous & Unofficial Booklets for details.

2011 KiwiStamp NVI Booklet

A new version of the KiwiStamps NVI booklet was released on March 23, 2011. It was a similar
layout to its 2009 predecessor, but this time had five new images, arranged in pairs. This booklet
stayed around for a very long time, eventually being replaced in June 2021. With such longevity,
there were a number of varieties and reprints. To have them all, excluding errors, you will need
20 booklets.

When released, the booklet sold for $6.00. With a rate change on July 1, 2012, it increased to
§7.00. Further increases were $8.00 on July 1, 2014, $10.00 on July 1, 2016, $12.00 on July 1, 2018,
and $13.00 on July 1, 2019. Featuring an image of "a Kiwi road sign", it contained 10 x no value
self adhesive stamps. The stamps featured classic New Zealand images. The booklet had a blue
foldable cover (two folds) incorporating a hanging slot. Two stamps are backed onto the front
cover.

The booklet was originally printed by Australia Post Sprintpak. It measured 60mm wide and had 9
roulettes on the folds. Early in 2012, it was replaced by a version that had 19 roulettes on the
folds. A reprint, with a 1-Kiwi symbol on the reverse, was issued on November 28, 2012.

Towards the end of 2013, a change was made to the printers, with Southern Colour Print Ltd,
Dunedin taking over. On November 15, 2013, a second reprint was issued. This reprint had
significant changes to the original and first reprint. The booklet was now 58mm wide. The image
on the cover had been cropped differently. This is best observed by looking at the position of the
telegraph pole. The pole passes through the "Ze" of New Zealand Post on the original, and "an" of
Zealand on the reprint. The cover is also a lighter blue. On the reverse is the 2-Kiwi reprint
symbol, and also a new code above the barcode.

On May 9, 2014, another reprint occurred. This was not treated as a reprint, as there were no
reprint symbols on the reverse. However there were other changes. The wording on the left of the
two stamps on the inside cover was removed. A new barcode was issued, and the code above the
barcode was changed. It was like we were starting again.

This version went through a total of 15 reprints, all identified by 1 through 15-Kiwi reprint
symbols on the reverse. By the time the 15th reprint occurred in 2020, the colour of the cover had
evolved into a deeper blue than the original.

For the Christmas Booklets of 2024, there were two booklets for International postage. The first
covered Australia and the Pacific Islands, while the second was for the rest of the world.

The booklets were issued on October 2, 2024. The $23.00 booklet contained 10 self adhesive
stamps of $2.30. It had a blackish-blue foldable cover (two folds) incorporating a hanging slot.
Two stamps are backed onto the front cover.

The $36.00 International Christmas Booklet contained 10 self adhesive stamps of $3.60. It had a
blackish-blue foldable cover (five folds) incorporating a hanging slot.

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New Zealand Prestige Booklets

Prestige Booklets are a means of presenting a stamp issue in a more colourful, descriptive form,
closely resembling a small book. The stamps included are always in miniature sheet format. The
idea for this type of booklet was first introduced in Great Britain in 1972. It took a while for the
concept to be taken up by other countries, but these days, most countries produce them. They
are designed mainly for the collector as souvenirs of a stamp issue. The miniature sheets
contained, are often in a different make-up to the regular released versions of the stamp. They
can have different perforations, alternate mesh direction, making them an additional collectable.
Some collectors break down the booklet to just save the miniature sheets, and discard the rest.
Some of the booklets have a premium added to the purchase price, to cover production costs,
and this can give reason as to why they are not always recognised by the major catalogue
producers.

In my opinion, New Zealand took the sensible approach and only produced one per year on
average, unlike Australia, who saw the opportunity to make money from collectors, and flooded
the market with many various issues, some of them with 12 or 16 booklets for one issue. To date,
New Zealand has produced 23 Prestige Booklets, while for the same period Australia has
produced 258.

The first 15 booklets all measured approximately 165 mm x 110 mm, then a change occurred with
the next one measuring 150 mm x 150 mm, before going back to the 165 mm x 110 mm for the
next two. A series of 5 booklets were released over the next 5 years to commemorate WWI and
these measured 105 mm x 180 mm and were housed in a cardboard box. One further booklet was
produced in 2020 and it was the 150 mm x 150 mm format. There have been no more issued since
then.

Because of the hectic goings on at the printers at the time, a small number of the $1.20 miniature
sheets that clearly had a perforation error along the top line, and were marked so for destruction
via a black pen defacing the stamp, still managed to make it through the entire production
process to get released along with the regular booklets. A small bundle of these error booklets
was purchased by Campbell Patersons Ltd. at the Downtown Post Shop in Auckland.

The twenty-fourth Prestige Booklet was issued on April 1, 2020 at a cost of $39.90, a premium of
$0.90 over the face value of the stamps included. It reflected on the WWII war years through 15
key themes and events. There were fifteen miniature sheets, each with one stamp from the set of
15, as a vertical pair. There were no other miniature sheets for this issue, other than a sheetlet
that contained all 15 stamps.
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Regional Postage Label Booklets

Customised Advertising Labels (CALs) or as they were previously known "Personalised
Advertising Labels", had been around since 2004. So when New Zealand Post started getting
requests from their PostShops to produce customised labels showing images relevant to their
local areas, they decided to do a trial.

Two booklets were produced, and even though they contained CALs, they were referred to as
Regional Postage Labels (RPLs). The trial took place in March 2010, at their Kaikoura outlet. The
first $5.00 booklet contained 10 x 50c Kaikoura related images and the second, a $10.80 booklet,
contained 6 x $1.80 images. The cover displayed "Kaikoura Regional Postage".

New Zealand Post advised that if the trial was successful, then further "hotspots" were likely to
follow. The Kaikoura booklets sold out very quickly, so it would have appeared that the trial was a
success, however it would be another four years before any similar booklets would be seen.

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There are more than 80 Visitor Information Centres spread throughout New Zealand. These
centres are referred to as "i-Sites". Following the successful trial four years previous, New
Zealand Post started producing booklets to distribute through these "i-Sites" aimed at the tourist
market. The booklets would contain stamps intended to pay either the internal letter/postcard
rate or the international postcard rate.

Photos were supplied by the "i-Site" organisation. The country was basically divided up into nine
regions, with ten different scenes being used for the stamps in each regional booklet. A tenth
booklet was a generic one covering all of New Zealand, with iconic images.

Around April 2014, there were 20 booklets produced. Ten with ten different 70c stamps and a
further ten with ten $1.90 stamps. In each case, the 70c stamps and the $1.90 stamps used the
same images.

The regions issued were Auckland/Northland & Coromandel, Canterbury, Eastern/Central North
Island, Lower South Island, Taranaki, Top Of South, Waikato, Wellington, West Coast & the generic
New Zealand. The 10 x $7.00 booklets for these regions are shown on the next few pages.

Only the covers were
revised, a different stamp from the set was used. There were different product codes on the
reverse. As for the stamps themselves, the only differences were the values shown in the right-
hand red panel of each of the designs.

These $7.00 and $19.00 booklets had a very short lifespan, as the postage rates were increased on
July 1,2014. Quite a few of the "Visitor Information Centres" had not even received their stock.

The inland standard letter rate rose from 70c to 80c and the international postcard rate rose from
$1.90 to $2.00.

So the whole exercise was repeated with the issue of another 20 booklets, now displaying the
revised postage rates. Ten $8.00 booklets and ten $20.00 booklets.

There was one significant change between this release and the original release. The "Taranaki"
booklet was renamed the "Western North Island" booklet. The reason for this was that of the
images included, only five of them were from the Taranaki region, the other five were from the
Manawatu and Whanganui areas.

Another change was the introduction of a barcode on the reverse, with the product code placed
just above it.

There were a number of discrepancies on the artwork for the covers and the stamps and these
are shown later in this section.

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Once again, as is inevitable, postage rates were increased on July 1, 2018. The inland standard
letter rate rose from $1.00 to $1.20 and the international postcard rate rose from $2.20 to $2.40.

This was the fourth iteration of these booklets and it was expected that the 20 booklets would be
reprinted with new denominations. But two things happened. The Taranaki booklet from the first
print, that became Western North Island for the second and third print, reverted back to Taranaki
for this fourth print, and a new region was introduced with the production of a new Manawatu
booklet. That now made 22 booklets.

The Taranaki booklet has a new cover image, but the stamp on the cover is the same as
previously used on the Western North Island booklet. The inside contents include two images of
Mount Taranaki taken from the previous booklet and repeated as alternating pairs.

The Manawatu booklet has ten new images inside, but the designers chose to use the almost the
same image for the cover, as the Taranaki booklet. The difference is the inscription on the cover
stamp. On the Taranaki booklet it says "Mount Taranaki", whereas on the Manawatu booklet it
says "Manawatu River from Vaucluse Heights, Palmerston North". For the first time we have a
booklet with a stamp on the cover, that does not appear as an actual stamp inside. What is
interesting is that the "Manawatu River from Vaucluse Heights, Palmerston North" description
does appear on the eighth stamp in the booklet, which is the "Manawatu River".

The other nine $1.20 booklets and the other nine $2.40 booklets are the same as previously
displayed, apart from the demoninations and the barcode/product codes on the reverse.

Withs CALs no longer produced after June 2019, no further releases of these booklets have been

issued.
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Quality control and proof checking was not very prevalent with the i-Site Booklets. There are a
number of spelling errors and caption variations throughout the issues. These must have been
quite an embarrassment to New Zealand Post, as the booklets were designed for the tourist
market, and this did not set a good example, especially when the errors were also on the covers.

The front covers of the 70c and 80c booklets show the stamp from row 4/1 with a caption in one
line reading 'Pohutukawa Tree, Coromandel' whereas the actual stamp within the booklet has a
caption in two lines reading 'Pohutukawa Tree, The Coromandel' Later releases of the
"Auckland" booklet used a diiferent stamp on the cover.

Two of the ten stamps in this booklet have scenes of Kaikoura. The stamp at row 4/1 has an
incorrect spelling, with the caption reading 'Kaikora, Canterbury' (missing 'u') in all eight values,
i.e. 70c, 80c, $1.00, $1.20, $1.90, $2.00, $2.20 and $2.40. The correct spelling is used in the caption
for the stamp at row 5/2 'Whale Watching, Kaikoura'.
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Wellington Booklet

The stamp at row 4/1 in the Wellington booklet has the caption 'Vineyards, Martinborough', which
is correctly spelt in the $1.90 and $2.00 booklets, but wrongly spelt as 'Vineyards, Matinborough'
(missing 'r') in the 70c and 80c booklets. This error was corrected in later booklets.

Lower South Island Booklet

In the Lower South Island Regional Booklet, the stamp at row 3/1 has a spelling error in the
caption which reads 'Railway Sation, Dunedin'. It is difficult to read the word “Railway”, but the
error of spelling, 'Sation' instead of 'Station' is clear. This error was never fixed during the life of
the booklets.
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Top Of South Booklet

In the Top Of South booklet, there is a spelling error on the first stamp in row 1. "Abel" is spelt
incorrectly as "Able" on the 70c and 80c stamps, but is correct on the $1.90 and $2.00 stamps. The
error was corrected for the next release of booklets.

In the same booklet, seven stamps have the text, "Marlborough" on them. Three of those seven
are spelt incorrectly on the 70c and 80c stamps, but are correct on the $1.90 and $2.00 stamps.
The errors were corrected for the next release of booklets. The first shown is row 4 stamp 2.

There are 12 stamps
on four of the panels, and 2 stamps on the front cover. Each stamp appears 5 times. These larger
booklets contained 50 NVI stamps, with the limited edition version also having the words
KiwiStamp overprinted in Silver. It was offered to customers who had a standing order for the
Limited Edition Folders that NZ Post had been producing since 1994. They were numbered out of
3,000 with your exclusive number. | don't know what happened to those numbers that were not
taken up by the customers, so there is no clear indicator as to how many actually exist.

Each of the sets of 5,000 were
individually numbered. The organisers had a Perfin machine on their stand and it was made
available to purchasers of a booklet to administer a perfin punch themselves, if the wished. It
could be applied anywhere, but most were done either above or below the "Christchurch, New
Zealand".

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Another National Stamp Exhibition was held in Palmerston North from 15-23 May 1982. For this
one, to again assist with costs, the organisers produced a booklet that contained a block of 4 of
the 25c¢ Caccia Birch House from the Architecture stamp set that had been released the month
before. There were 12,000 individually numbered booklet covers produced, and from these,
10,000 were made up for sale, all with stamps adhered to the booklet by the left selvedge. Just
under 7,500 were sold and around 120 were also overprinted with SPECIMEN. Selvedges with the
Sheet Value can also be found.

Caccia Birch House in Palmerston North is situated beside
the Hokowhitu Lagoon. In 1893 the house began as a
modest dwelling and was added to in stages. Originally,
the house of a sawmiller J. Nannestad, the property was
bought by J. Strang in 1903 and named “Woodhey”.

When Parliament building was destroyed by fire in 1907
and Government House taken over for the use of
Parliament, “Woodhey” became the temporary vice-regal
residence and was occupied by the Governor, Lord Plunket
and his family. In 1921 t[l::E property was owned by the
Caccia Birch tamily who gave it to the Government in 1937.

The two booklets had either one of the 1988 40c "Happy Birthday" or "Congratulations" greetings
booklet stamps on the cover and these were cancelled on the opening day of Sydpex 88 by the
New Zealand 1990 exhibition organiser's 30 July 1988 pictorial date stamp.

NZ 1990 Endangered Bird "Specimen" Stamp Issue

To raise more funds for New Zealand 1990, New Zealand Post organised to have the 6 high value
definitives featuring New Zealand's endangered birds to be overprinted SPECIMEN in red. The
overprinting of the stamps with SPECIMEN invalidates them, but gives collectors the opportunity
to purchase $25 worth of stamps for $15. The stamps were housed in mounts inside a black folder
that featured a kiwi on the cover. Probably not classified as a booklet by many, it was sold at
Philatelic Centres and all proceeds went to the NZ 1990 Exhibition organisers. There are two
versions of the folder, a plain cover or the second with the Exhibition's logo printed in gold.

NZ 1990 Orchids Miniature Sheet

New Zealand Post issued an Orchid Miniature Sheet on April 18, 1990, in support of the New
Zealand 1990 World Stamp Exhibition. The organisers of the Exhibition arranged with New
Zealand Post to have a quantity of the miniature sheets imperforate for their use at the
Exhibition. Their were 10,000 sheets produced and these were housed in a numbered blue
booklet folder and sold for $25.00 as a season ticket for the Exhibition. Just over 6,000 of them
were sold, with the remaining imperforate sheets being returned to New Zealand Post for
destruction. Booklet number 10,000 is shown below.

SUN ORCHID, Thelymitra pulchella: Lovers of full sun, these blooms come in a variety of shades from white 1o
pink to the lavender-blue shown on this stamp. You will find themon clay banks or in well-lit, damp spaces.

SPIDER ORCHID, Corybas macranthus: An inhabitant of shady, damp places, this large orchid attracts insects 1o
its reddish-black flower by exuding a sickly-sweet nectar.

WINIKA ORCHID, Dendrobium cunninghamii: The Maori name, Winika, belongs to the New Zealand Lady'sSlipper,
our only Dendrobium orchid.  Look for its large, brilliant white and pink flower, perched in trees, from December
through to January.

GREENHOQOD ORCHID, Pterostylis banksii: From October to December these pale, green-white flowers can be
seen on the damp, shady forest floor. The species shown here is the best known of the Greenhoods and was called
Tutukiwi by the Maoris.

ODD-LEAVED ORCHID, Aporostylis bifolia: Two unevenly shaped leaves give this high country dweller its name,
From December to January it displays a white and lemon flower, sometimes with a purple ridge on the dorsal sepal.

Ferrymead 1980 Booklet

Ferrymead Historic Village, located in the south east of Christchurch, contains many historic
buildings and businesses from the settlement of Canterbury period. One such building located
there is a post office. Initially, the Ferrymead Post Office was sited in a small temporary building
in the park. It had its own datestamp and sold stamps to visitors. One of the volunteers manning
the Ferrymead Post Office arranged for white booklet folders to be printed in red ink. These
booklets were sold after the opening of the Ferrymead Post Office on 5 April 1980. Printed by the
Ferrymead Print Shop, the white booklet covers featured the Ferrymead Post & Telegraph
Historical Society’s logo in red. These were produced to promote the Ferrymead Post & Telegraph
Historical Society. Booklets contained 10 stamps and they were affixed to the booklet via the
stamp selvedges. The content and values varied over time.

These booklets were
produced after the opening of the new post office and are printed in grey and red on white card
stock. Again, there are varying contents and values.

Gisborne Health Camp 1995-1997

Gisborne was the location of one of only seven New Zealand health camps. In 1995, 1996 & 1997,
Gisborne’s Health Camp sold health stamps in folders, measuring approximately 14.3 x 3.7 cm.
Each cover bore the blue & white Te Kainga Whaiora children’s health camp and school’s self-
adhesive label and a rubber handstamp impression of the health camp’s address and telephone
details. In 1995 the booklet cover was blue and contained 10 x 45c¢ + 5c¢ triangular skateboarding
health stamps. These were stapled in the booklet. In 1996 the booklet cover was pale blue and
contained 10 x 40c + 5c¢ stapled child in car seat self adhesive health stamps. In 1997 the booklet
cover was orange-yellow and contained 10 x 40c + 5c¢ stapled fruit picking self-adhesive health
stamps.

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Gisborne Health Camp 1998-2002

The Lions Club of Gisborne sponsored the production of new style stamp booklets which
measured 6.5 x 9.6 cm. Each bore the Gisborne Health Camp’s logo of a young boy and girl waving
happily to the viewer. The rear of the booklet cover bore the sponsor’s logo and the number
produced. The 1998 booklet cover was yellow and contained 10 x 40c + 5c¢ child in lifejacket sheet
health stamps. The stamp booklets were sold at both the Gisborne Health Camp and at the
Gisborne Post Shop at face value ($4.50) with the 50c premium going to the Gisborne Health
Camp. The stamps were adhered via the top selvedge or bottom selvedge and a sheet value
version was also available.

The 1999 booklet cover was pale blue and contained 10 x 40c + 5c A Lion in the Meadow child’s
reading book sheet health stamps. The 2000 booklet cover was pale blue also. It contained 10 x
40c + 5¢c Teddy Bear sheet health stamps. There doesn't appear to be any 2001 booklets. The 2002
booklet’s cover was red with the wording and health camp’s logo now all printed in black. It
contained 10 stapled 40c + 5¢ vegetables self-adhesive health stamps.

In 1993, Wills Bookshop in Palmerston North, produced a booklet that contained 10 x 45¢ 1993
Christmas stamps. It appears to be a one-off production as the shop no longer exists. The cover
was blue and the quantity produced is unknown.

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1996 Health Stamps

In 1996, a plain red card cover was used to produce a booklet that contained 10 x 1996 40c + 5¢
Child In Car Seat Health Stamps. There is no indication as to who produced it. The cover has a
hand written $4.50 and a Smiley Face produced by an ink stamper.
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Suburban Auckland Post Shops - 1998 Health Stamps

In 1998, a marketing strategy was undertaken in Auckland by Tise Wilson, manager of Remuera
Post Shop, to promote the sale of health stamps via stamp booklets. New Zealand Post arranged
to print 5,000 booklet covers. These were white card printed in blue ink. Depicted on the front
covers were 40c + 5¢ & 80c + 5c¢ 1998 Health Stamps. Each booklet was to contain 10 of the
appropriate denomination stamps. Eighteen New Zealand Post Shops were involved in the
promotion and each individual post shop would then affix the relevant stamps inside the booklet
covers. Some used gummed sheet stamps, others used self-adhesive stamps.

The 5,000 covers were distributed as follows:- Auckland Mail Centre x 100; Dominion Road x 200;
Glen Innes x 300; Greenmount x 200; Howick x 250; Mangere x 300; Newton x 100; Newmarket x
200; Otahuhu x 500; Pakuranga x 200; Panmure x 100; Parnell x 150; Ponsonby x 200; Remuera x
500; Royal Oak x 300; St. Heliers x 400; St. Lukes x 500 and Waiheke Island x 500.

Two of the Auckland Post Shops, Downtown and Wellesley Street, did not participate in the above
promotion. They decided to do their own, see separate listings.

All 5,000 of the Auckland health stamp booklets were sold within the first three weeks of the 1998
health stamp promotion.

In order to make it easier for staff to differentiate the booklet covers containing the 80c + 5¢

The Downtown Post Shop produced 1,000 booklets, using the same print layout as the Suburban
booklets. The front was the same, with a change on the back to say "Downtown Post Shop"
instead of "Post Shops". They also numbered each booklet. Red card was used with black ink.
Even though the back cover mentions 80c = 5c versions, only the 40c + 5c booklets were
produced. Blank top and bottom selvedge versions can be found, along with the Sheet Value
version and the two Printers Imprint versions.

Porirua Post Shop - 1998 Health Stamps

No doubt, news of what was happening in Auckland traveled south. Following along with the
trend, the manager of the Porirua Post Shop produced his own primitive version of the Health
Stamp Booklets. It is folded red cardboard with an oval New Zealand Post Ltd Porirua date-stamp
on the front. It was done in red ink, so it is very hard to see in the image. Only a 40c + 5c version
was produced, quantity unknown.
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New Zealand
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Downtown Post Shop - 1998 Christmas

Following on from their success with the 1998 Health Stamp booklets, the Downtown Post Shop
put together a pair of Christmas Booklets for the 1998 Season. There was a $7.50 booklet and a
$9.00 booklet. Produced on very glossy card, the $7.50 booklet was red with black ink and
contained 5 x $1.50 stamps adhered by the top or bottom selvedge. An image of the stamps
included was shown of the front cover. A similar green cover was used for the $9.00 booklet. It
contained 5 x $1.80 stamps. For both booklets, printers imprint details and sheet value could be
found on the selvedges.

It appears that New Zealand Post head office were not pleased with the production of these
unofficial booklets, and as such, no further unofficial booklets have been produced.
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Booklets Containing CALs

When CALs (Customised Advertising Labels) were introduced in 2004, the ANZ Bank was the
second issuer behind the Wellington Festival Of Arts, with a set of three 5c labels in April 2004.
The bank had been working with New Zealand Post with the trial of these new labels and when
the postage rates increased from 40c to 45c, they saw an opportunity for goodwill to their
customers.

The 5c labels, depicting current business customers of the bank, were sent out to various
business customers to provide make-up stamps to be used along side existing 40c stamps. Six
labels, on a 3 x 2 sheetlet, were enclosed in a cardboard folder that had a hole in the front cover,
allowing one of the labels to be seen through the cover.

The top image of the three is a label seen through a hole in the cover.
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The third CAL to be issued in 2004 was for the 45¢ BMW. To thank their valued customers who had
purchased a new car during the year, a Christmas Card Folder was produced and sent out by the
dealership. It contained one 45c CAL and the suggestion on the card was to use the label on a
postcard to friends or simply add it to your own collection.

This folder certainly enters the debate as to whether it should be classified as a booklet or not.

In 1998, the Postal Services Act removed New Zealand Post's statutory monopoly on the carriage of
letters, opening up the market to full competition. Under the Act, anyone can process and deliver
mail, at any cost, as long as they registered as a postal operator with the Ministry of Business,
Innovation and Employment. A number of operators have come and gone since 1998, and these
services opened a completely new area for stamp collectors. Some operators only issued stamps,
but a few offered booklets as well. These booklets number into the hundreds and are quite
challenging to collect. These different operators will be added in time, but due to the volume, may
become a separate book on their own. Examples of a few of the carriers are shown below.
